Sub:- Request for interim measure to be taken in view of CAT orders.

The following issues wherein the Hon’ble CAT, Ernakulam Bench has decided in favour of the applicants, needs attention of the authorities for an early solution.  As an interim measure, we request you to implement the CAT orders :
1.
OA No.1103/2010 dated 21/3/2012 of CAT, Ernakulam Bench.

Sanction of LTC claim for tour to North Eastern Region.
Persons drawing Grade Pay of Rs.4200/- travelled to North Eastern Region on LTC had not been granted LTC for the reason that they were not classified as Gr.B.  Some of the affected parties moved a petition before the CAT, Ernakulam Bench and the Hon’ble CAT have decided the issue in favour of the applicants.  A copy of the judgment is attached herewith for ready reference.  It is requested that all the pending LTC claims may please be settled in view of the above judgment and in view of the fact that the Govt. has not preferred further appeal on this issue.

OA No.1010/2010 dated 30/7/2012 of CAT, Ernakulam Bench.

The candidates who had passed the departmental examination for ITOs/ITIs 

In the absence of specific directions of the Board, some of the candidates who have qualified in the departmental examination for ITOs/ITIs  were not granted advance increments for passing the examinations.  Some of the affected parties moved a petition before the CAT, Ernakulam Bench and the Hon’ble CAT have decided the issue in favour of the applicants.  A copy of the judgment is attached herewith for ready reference.  It is requested that all those who have qualified in the departmental examination may please be granted two advance increments each in view of the above judgment and in view of the fact that the Govt. has not preferred further appeal on this issue.

O.A. No.146 of 2010 of CAT, Ernakulam Bench

Pay Protection in the case of interecharge transfer on reversion.


The Hon’ble CAT has decided in favour of applicants and  held that Grade Pay is also protected. And Rule 15 can not be changed by Executive Orders.  In view of the above, as an interim measure, even though appeal has been filed by the Department in High Court, and implementation of CAT’s order is not stayed, pay protection in the case of all the officials came on reversion may please be granted.
In view of the above facts, you are requested to  please implement the Hon. CAT’s order coming  in favour of our Officials as an Interim Measure first and thereafter go in appeal, because in future if there will be any contrary decisions, recovery can be easily be made.  In this connection please note that D.A and Ad-hoc Bonus are recoverable even though it is paid.

We hope you will take favourable  decision in the matter and implement the Hon. CAT’s order at first as a welfare measure of our officials.
